	Scenario /overview/content topic:

All fifth grade students in the district have been assigned a PBL project that will culminate into a technology project that can be presented at a district technology showcase.  The 5th grade students at RD Wood School will understand and create podcasts for this project.

	Objectives: 
(1):  Twenty four, 5th grade students will collaborate with a partner in a 40 minute lesson to locate, retrieve, and list facts using a prepared hotlist of websites.  90% of students will collect adequate data to continue with the project. 

(2):   Twenty four, 5th grade students will collaboratively summarize, outline facts, and prepare a podcast script within a 40 minute time period.  90% of students will successfully complete the task.

(3):   Twenty four, 5th grade students will produce Podcasts providing earthquake and hurricane safety tips in two, 40 minute class periods. 90% of students will successfully complete the task.

	Motivation, anticipatory set:  Were you and your family prepared for the hurricane we had last summer?  How about the earthquake we experienced?  What were you doing when it happened?  Do you know how to stay safe if   New Jersey should experience an occurrence of either potential disaster again?

__X_Sharing and reflecting: 
Students will have already been introduced to the topic by the classroom teacher.  Note taking strategies will have been taught, as have basic word processing skills.
Lesson #1

Opening: Explain to students that they are to research ways in which people can be prepared and stay safe during hurricanes and earthquakes.  Students will be required to complete a Podcast Planning Sheet, Peer Evaluation Sheet, Performance Reflection and Feedback Sheet and will be graded on their collaborative efforts following a Collaboration Rubric which they will be given at the start of the project.
Activities: Show students how to access the hotlist of websites that will assist them in their research.   Break students into pairs and provide a notebook for students to record their data.  Explain to them that all of the resources in the library are available for their research needs.  Students will begin researching for the remainder of the period.
Lesson#2

Opening: Ask students how their research is progressing.  Address any questions.  Give students the Podcast planning sheet.
Activities: Students will use their data to summarize, and create an outline for a Podcast script.  Students will begin creating their scripts.
Lesson #3  
Opening:  Ask students how their research is progressing.  Address any questions.  Students must get their script approved by their teacher of LMS prior to recording.
Activities:  Students will finish writing scripts, get approval, and begin recording their podcasts.
Lesson #4

Opening:  Ask students how they are progressing.  Address any questions or concerns.
Activities: All students should be finishing their podcasts and converting them to MP3 format.  Students complete a peer evaluation sheet, share Podcasts as time allows.


	Lesson reflection: 
The classroom teacher and library/media specialist will review the student evaluation forms, rubrics, and finished podcasts to evaluate student success.  The data will aid the teacher and LMS in modifying the lesson if needed.
